1. The meeting was called to order.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Approval of Minutes 
Member Schepp made a motion, Seconded by Member Cleary-Hammarstedt, to approve the minutes from April 24, 2024. The motion passed unanimously.

4. Chief of Police – Job Description
Members went through the document that was submitted by Chief Cassalia with suggestions on word changing. Attorney Frateschi advised the committee that the job description was in alignment with civil service. Member Nicholson will be sending Secretary Grevelding the agreed upon changes. Secretary Grevelding will update the document and send it out to the members to review.

There was a discussion on the time frame for the provisional position that is being held at this time. Member Nesci will be contacting the Commissioner of Personnel to determine what needs to occur to stay within the parameters of civil service law.

6. Members Roles and Responsibilities
Member Nicholson suggested contacting the school districts to see if they would appoint a representative to attend meetings. These representatives would not be voting members but would be able to engage in topics and concerns. 




7. Police Chiefs Report 
· Chief Cassalia stated that there has been a rise in additional Police Actions being needed this year. 2023 there were 23,000 – 2024 is on track for over 30,000
· Chief Cassalia advised that they were in the process of hiring a transfer officer. 
· Chief Cassalia gave an update on staffing. Currently 38 sworn Police Officers, 2 openings for police officer with interviews set for transfer candidates.
· Chief Cassalia two Special Patrol Officer in process of being hired for 2024-2025 school year. 
· Chief Cassalia stated that a candidate was interviewed for a part-time community officer position open. This position will help with the administration side for the sworn Police Officers.
· Chief Cassalia mentioned that the department is in the planning and preparation phase for CALEA onsite review in October. 
· Chief Cassalia stated that they are in the process of completing their staff inspection.
· Chief Cassalia working with his command staff to review the organizational structure of the department.
· Chief Cassalia advised that the department was prepared for the July 4th Holiday.

Member Cleary-Hammarstedt inquired how the current conditions of the police department effect the accreditation process with CALEA. Chief Cassalia said that it has not been a factor over the years with obtaining the reaccreditation because they have worked to overcome the obstacles.  Chief Cassalia could not say how it would affect them this year due to the amount of external storage. Chief Cassalia advised that the condition of the building has been the topics of previous reports with CALEA.

Member Cleary-Hammarstedt shared the conditions of the police department that she had witnessed while taking a tour of the police department.
